Create Multiple Exposures

in Photoshop


Open images in PS and stack into layers. 
Create composition. 

Adjust layer blending modes -  
lighter, darker, overlay, soft light. 

Adjust layer opacity.







Lighten 100%







Lighten 75%

In Camera Movement 

and Multiple Exposure


Set Max number of continuous exposures to 5. 
Set camera to Continuous mode. 

Set Number of shots per frame to 5. 
Overlay Mode to AVG. 
Pan during exposure.

Set number of shots to 5. 
Set camera to Single mode. 

Set Zoom position for each exposure
